Importer

Customs requirements

All commercial goods of the value for duty above F$100 will require formal customs clearance. You may be required to use the service of a Customs Agent.
Entry Types

Completing all details on the Single Administrative Documents will be required for formal customs clearance.
Valuation

The Fiji Islands Revenue and Customs Authority adopts the GATT Valuation principle for the purpose of calculating the value for duty of all imported goods.

Permits

Certain goods will require permits and licence for customs clearance as they need to conform to conditions under restricted items.
Duties and Levies

All imported goods are subject to import duty such as fiscal, VAT and import excise.

Duties are calculated on either ad-valorem rates while some will require specific rates of duty.

Short Payments

A short payment advice will normally be issued where a short payment has been discovered.

It is also the responsibility of the owner of the goods and the customs agent to report any discrepancies that will result to short payment of duty.

Trade Marks and Copyright

Importation of certain goods may be restricted due to trade marks and copyright.

Certain goods may be allowed to be imported temporarily into Fiji subject to certain terms and conditions. These include promotional items, samples, pleasure yachts, trade and fair items.
